La plural pot fi precedate de numerale sau determinanti ca: some, any, many (a) few, no
these/those:

There are a few teenagers in the room but no children.

tari cand includ cuvinte ca States, Kingdom, Republic (the UK), nume sau substantive cu

poduri (London Bridge) DAR the Golden Gate Bridge, parcuri (Hyde Park), gari (Euston, King’s
Cross), munti (Mount Everest), insule (Crete), lacuri (Lake Baikal) si continente (Asia)

cu nume de reaturante, magazine, banci, hoteluri etc care sunt denumite dupa oamenii care le-

Did you go to university?
