Reduced IF Clauses

1) Participle (adjective) when the two sentences have the same subject.

Born in an earlier century, he could have been an explorer.

(Past Participle)

2) An absolute construction (general or indefinite subject)

Judging by appearances, she must be telling the truth.

3) An infinitive (identical subject)

She’ll be surprised to hear the news.

4) A prepositional construction

Without your father, you couldn’t have done anything.

5) but for = de n-ar fi / de n-ar fi fost

But for Tom we wouldn’t be here.



   we wouldn’t have gone there.

6) if it weren’t for / if it hadn’t been for = de n-ar fi / de n-ar fi fost

If it weren’t for Tom we wouldn’t be here.

De n-ar fi Tom, n-am fi aici.

If it hadn’t been for Tom we wouldn’t have gone there.

De n-ar fi fost Tom, nu ne-am fi dus acolo.

     5) si 6) sunt sinonime (but for = if it weren’t for/if it hadn’t been for = de n-ar fi/de    n-ar fi fost).

Note: 
· would și could pot fi folosite cu înțeles de condițional în propoziții fără if sau unless. Ideea că vorbim despre o situație care nu este reală se subînțelege: 
“How would you communicate with someone whose language you couldn’t speak?” “I’d use sign language.”
· Otherwise poate fi folosit cu would sau could pentru a introduce ideea de condiție:

Arsenal played well in the last 20 minutes. Otherwise (= If the situation had been different) they would have lost the match.

Alte folosiri ale condiționalelor
· pentru a da un sfat: if I were you + I would + infinitiv:
If I were you, I’d take that laptop as hand luggage.

· pentru a critica sau a face o cerere puternică: If you would + infinitiv; would + infinitiv:
If you’d stop making so much noise, perhaps we’d all be able to enjoy the programme.

· pentru cereri formale politicoase: I’d appreciate it / I’d be grateful if you would/could:
I’d appreciate it if you could hand in the report by Thursday.

Condiționale cu wish și if only
wish

Folosim wish cu diferite forme verbale pentru a exprima următoarele idei:

· wish + past simple sau past continuous pentru a exprima nefericirea despre o situație prezentă sau viitoare care este imposibil de schimbat:

I was so carefree when I was younger. I wish I were / was a teenager again.
I wish I wasn’t an only child. I’d love to have a brother or sister.

I wish I didn’t have to go to school today.
Jan wishes the wedding was taking place in the spring.

· wish + past perfect pentru a exprima regretul pentru ceva din trecut care este imposibil de schimbat:

She wishes her brother had told the truth.
I wish we hadn’t spent so much money on that holiday.
Don’t you wish we hadn’t arranged to go away at the weekend?
Peter wished he hadn’t arranged to go out that evening.

· wish + could + infinitiv pentru a exprima frustrarea despre o situație care este posibil, dar dificil, de schimbat:
I wish I could speak English more fluently.
My friend wishes he could get a job in the film industry, but it’s very hard to get in to.

· wish + would/wouldn’t + infinitiv pentru a exprima iritarea față de comportamentul altei persoane sau față de o situație deranjantă/enervantă:
I wish you’d listen to what I’m saying for once.

I wish my parents wouldn’t treat me like a child.
We all wish the weather would improve.
Atentie! Nu putem spune: I wish I would do something.
If only
· Folosim if only pentru a exprima dorințe sau regrete puternice. Poate fi folosit în loc de I wish pentru a accentua dorința sau regretul. În acest caz este urmat de aceleași forme verbale ca și I wish:
If only I were / was a teenager again.

If only we hadn’t spent so much money on that holiday.

If only I could speak English more fluently.

If only you’d listen to what I’m saying for once.

If only it would stop raining.
